Despite a very short, 4 weeks only, 
time limit to compose problems, we received 128 original compositions, of 67 authors from the 
following 21 countries; England, Argentina, Azerbejdzan, Byelorus, Bosnia, Brazil, Croatia, 
Czech Republic, Israel, Macedonia, Germany, Poland, Serbia, Slovakia, 
Switzerland, Sweden, Ukraine, USA, Hungary.
